· Stocking cap/hat (most ski resorts will provide a helmet while on-mountain)

· It’s easy to sunburn on the hill, even in winter.  Please apply sunscreen in the morning. 
FOOD: Please be sure your child has a complete breakfast, since lunch may not occur until mid-afternoon (depending upon lessons schedule).  Please send a sack lunch with your child, unless the youth club has indicated they will be providing sack lunches.  Participants are welcome to bring additional snacks or money for lunch at the resort, if desired.

Participating ski resorts have generously agreed to provide free lift tickets, rental equipment and lessons for eligible children.
